THE HOLY SPIRIT 
 Beginning tonight, we will have a series of three lessons on the Holy Spirit.  The goal is to consider the 
passages from the gospels, Acts, and finally, the Epistles.  I would like to encourage you to read the New Testa-
ment, asking this question:  “What does this passage say about the Holy Spirit?”  The second question would be:  
“How does this fit together with the rest of the passages about the Holy Spirit.”  I am reading the New Testament 
again, noting specifically the passages that mention the Holy Spirit.   
 When we look at some parts of the religious world around us, we see those who confidently affirm that the 
Holy Spirit inwardly guides their daily life through impulses and feelings.  On the other hand, there are those who 
are just as confident that they are led in their daily life by the Holy Spirit through the Word he has revealed—
which we call the Bible.  Who has access to the power of the Holy Spirit?  Who is empowered to perform mira-
cles and wonders?  Who is given revelations?  If we turn on our radio or watch television, it is easy to get the idea 
that some of the speakers claim an almost direct pipeline to God. 
 What does the Bible say about the Holy Spirit?  What direct involvement did the Holy Spirit have in the 
lives of the “average” Christian during the days of Peter and Paul?  Or perhaps more relevant—What should I ex-
pect the Holy Spirit to do for me today? 
 These lessons are not designed to answer all questions, but to give a general understanding of the work of 
the Holy Spirit as described in Scripture.  There has been a lot of speculation and a lot of claims about what the 
Holy Spirit does separate and apart from the Word—nearly everything from A to Z.  Bring your Bible.  —Bill
